Thunderstorms
are an important part of nature because the rain
from them fills waterways and provides fresh water
for humans, animals and plants. Some Indigenous
peoples of north-east Arnhem Land believe that
Bol'ngu, the Thunderman, travels on the clouds of
the first storm of the wet season.
