As a young woman, Indian artist Sona Bai Rajwar
spent every day isolated at home, firstly alone and then looking after her son.

To fill her days, she made small figurines of animals and people using clay and
straw from her courtyard. She placed these bright, cheerful creatures throughout
her house to keep her company!

Years later, the people in her village would often stop by to admire Sona
Bai’s home and see her wonderful creations. Sona Bai taught her son,
Daroga Ram her style of art and today Daroga teaches other

family members how to create art just like his mother’s.
